Gym Shoes! (DrillMaster Shoes. You’ll be fit for these at the first Band Camp.)


You may NOT wear, sandals, boots, clogs, or platforms!  The only ACCEPTIBLE form of foot wear will be GYM SHOES or Drill Masters.

Sun Block. (Trust me on this one… you’re gonna need it!)

Hat or sun visor.  Protect your head from the sun.

Water bottle.  We will provide breaks and supply water, but you may want your own along too.
