Fundraising – The main reason we do fundraising is to allow the students to raise money to pay the band fee. It costs about $40,000 a year to support the band financially. Nearly half of that amount is generated from the band fees. We expect every student to pay the fee and by fund raising you can earn enough money to do that. Fundraising events such as Yankee Candles, cookie dough, and others benefit the individual student and the band. There are two major fundraisers in which 100% of the proceeds go to the Boosters: Tag Day and the Spaghetti Dinner. Tag Day is Friday July 27th and Saturday July 28th. Sign up at band camp or call the Tag Day chairman, Mike Boley at (815) 603-0164. The Spaghetti Dinner is in February and takes a lot of volunteers. With these two fund raisers we earn around $10,000. New fundraising suggestions are always welcome. Current student fundraisers are the Food 4 Less card (contact Beth Reinhard) and the DeltaSonic Car Wash (contact Carol Sowa). Band Fees – Everyone is expected to pay their band fee. Students can earn enough money through fundraising to pay their entire band fee. If the band fee is not paid each year the student will not be eligible to attend the bi-yearly band trip.
